Mother’s Day is this coming Sunday, and it got me t hinking about how im-
portant the concept of “Mother” is to the Wiccan an d Neopagan spiritual 
paths. 
 
Obviously, mothers are important. After all, none o f us would be here with-
out them. But for Pagans, it goes a lot further tha n that. Many of us worship 
the triple goddess: Maiden, Mother and Crone. And o f course, there is the 
concept of our Mother, the Earth, sometimes known a s Gaia. 
 
For me, the Mother aspect of the goddess is probabl y the one I connect with 
the most. I feel Her as loving and protective energ y, guiding me on my path 
while at the same time letting me occasionally stum ble and fall so that I 
might learn from my mistakes. I talk to her when I am troubled, and share 
with her my joy when things go well. Sometimes, whe n I am feeling small 
and lost, I call on her for help. 
 
How do you see the Mother’s aspect of our Lady? Doe s she support you? Scold 
you? Look over your shoulder to make sure that you are doing your home-
work? 
 
Our experiences with our own mothers may color the way we view the 
Mother goddess. I am fortunate to have a pretty goo d relationship with my 
mother, a woman whom I respect and genuinely like. We share a love of writ-
ing, and support each other’s endeavors, so sometim es we feel more like 
peers than mother and daughter. 
 
Women often find that as they reach a certain age ( sometimes once they have 
children of their own, and therefore a greater unde rstanding of why their 
mothers did all that wacky stuff) they connect with  their mothers as women, 
rather than just as family. If you are lucky, like me, your mother may even 
become a friend. 
 
But relationships between mothers and their childre n can be complicated, 
and many of us drag issues with our mothers into ou r adult lives that color 
our interactions with others. Does your relationshi p with your mother effect 
how you perceive and interact with the goddess Moth er? 
 
Take a moment to think about how you perceive the g oddess as Mother. Does 
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she seem powerful and aloof, far removed from your everyday life? Or is she a constant comforting 
presence, always standing by with a hug? Somewhere in-between? To some, the goddess is an abstract, 
without form or substance, a power that exists both  within and without, inseparable from one’s own 
identity. 
 
Is your vision of the goddess as Mother based on th e foundations laid by your relationship with your 
own mother? Or does She provide elements that are m issing from that more mundane relationship, giv-
ing you things that you wished you’d had as a child ? 
 
As we approach the day when mothers are celebrated,  give some thought to your relationships with the 
mothers in your lives. Let’s set ourselves the goal  this year of improving our connections with our ow n 
mothers, with the Mother goddess and with Gaia, on whom we live. 
 
What can you do to advance communication with the w oman who brought you into the world, and in 
most cases, worked pretty darn hard to help you gro w and prosper? Instead of just giving her chocolate  
or flowers this year, how about a hand-written card , telling her how much you appreciate her actions 
on your behalf. If you feel that she contributed to  your success in life, be sure to say “thank you” a nd let 
her know how grateful you are. If there is anything  concrete you can do to return the favor, take the 
time and energy out of your busy schedule to go do something nice for your mother. Your Mother would 
want you to, take my word for it. 
 
While you’re at it, think about ways that you can e xpand your relationship with the Mother goddess as 
well. Maybe set aside a time each day to talk to he r, or set up an altar and put fresh flowers on it o nce 
a week. This doesn’t have to be anything particular ly complicated, expensive or time-consuming. You 
can simply go outside a couple of nights a week and  talk to the moon, as a friend of mine does. 
 
But make sure that you are constantly working on th is connection, instead of taking it for granted unt il 
you happen to need something. Magick isn’t just abo ut asking for prosperity or love; sometimes it is a s 
simple as saying “thank you” for all the blessings in your life. (Even the ones that may not look like  
blessings at the time.) 
 
And let’s not forget our Mother the Earth. She’s fe eling a bit neglected and misused at the moment, 
and for good reason. So let’s all go out of our way  to do something on Mother’s Day to make all of our  
mothers feel loved and appreciated. And if you are a mother, be sure and do something nice for your-
self—you deserve it!

Belgrade Public Library Director Marcia Haigh said May Day "seemed like a good way to not only cele-
brate spring in Maine, but farming and agriculture in Maine also." 

After visiting the barn animals, children were each  given a few ribbons hanging off the May pole and 
they all took off in different directions. 

One little boy, 3-year-old Luke Atwood, became so e nthralled with running around the maypole he got 
tangled in the flurry of streamers. 

His caretaker, Tonya Crain, of Belgrade, said she b rought her charges to the May Day celebration be-
cause it seemed like "a good field trip experience for the kids to have." 

May Day, traditionally a day for children to exchan ge May baskets, has its roots in Druid history as a  
pagan holiday, according to the Web site www.thehol idayspot.com. The day was a time of rebirth or 
"new fire." 

May Day has been celebrated variously throughout hi story as a celebration of spring, a day of politica l 
protests, a neopagan festival, a saints' feast day and a day for organized labor.

Living in a world of duality such as we do, we shou ld be conscious that even helium balloons come 
down one day. A few rounds spent riding the yo-yo o f extremes - sky-high one moment, up to your eye-
balls in dirt the next - should be enough to convin ce most of us that moderation is a useful thing to 
have in our toolkit. Consider the effect on your ov erall wellbeing - while zipping from high to low is  ex-
citing (and life without at least a little drama ca n be very dull), it doesn't exactly encourage the s tabil-
ity we need to get us through every day in this cra zy world.

 I love symbolism.  I collect dictionaries of symbo ls and mythic figures.  I watch for symbolism in 
fiction and movies.  The Secret Language of Tarot i s mostly symbolism and it’s delightfully detailed.   
 The authors explain various ways of using the book  – for fun, to learn about symbolism, to 
deepen your understanding of the Tarot, and so fort h.  They gather symbols into related sets: crowns, 
pillars, rose, lily; paths, mountains, crosses; moo ns, stars, pools; horses, suns, banners; armor, bli nd-
folds, feathers; castles, clouds, gardens; rivers, towers, angels, temples.  Each section includes a d iscus-
sion of the symbols, the cards depicting them, and how they relate to each other.  There are also exer -
cises and some very insightful spreads; an index to  these appears in the back. 
 First of all, The Secret Language of Tarot is a ge ek treat; if you love symbolism the way I do, it’s 
a must-have book.  If you’re designing a deck, this  book will help you make crucial decisions about im -
agery.  If you read Tarot, it will enhance your und erstanding.  If you’re just learning Tarot, it will  help 
you draw connections and grasp how the cards intera ct.  Most highly recommended.
